
Purim Mask
Fold a sheet of colored foam in half 
and cut out a fun mask shape – get 
creative you can make an eye mask, a 
crown or a whole face mask. 

Keeping the sheet folded cut out an 
eye shaped hole and unfold the foam.
 
Using your glue get creative with your 
decorations – glitter, sequins and 
feathers make the mask look festive 
– Purim is a time to celebrate! 

Let your mask dry and hole punch 
each side then thread and tie the 
elastic to make a band.

Foam crafting sheets – bright colors such 
as blue, purple, pinks and gold work well 
Scissors 
Hole punch 
Glue – hot glue works best,
but any glue is okay 
Elastic string  
Feathers (fake), sequins, glitter and any 
other decorative materials you can find
